Reading: Acts 8:26-40 (Please Sit)

26 An angel of the Lord said to Philip, “Get up and go toward the south to the
road that goes down from Jerusalem to Gaza.” (This is a wilderness road.) 2’So
he got up and went. Now there was an Ethiopian eunuch, a court official of the
Candace, queen of the Ethiopians, in charge of her entire treasury. He had



come to Jerusalem to worship 28and was returning home; seated in his chariot,
he was reading the prophet Isaiah. 2°Then the Spirit said to Philip, “Go over to
this chariot and join it.” 30So Philip ran up to it and heard him reading the
prophet Isaiah. He asked, “Do you understand what you are reading?” 31He
replied, “How can I, unless someone guides me?” And he invited Philip to get
in and sit beside him. 32Now the passage of the scripture that he was reading
was this: “Like a sheep he was led to the slaughter, and like a lamb silent
before its shearer, so he does not open his mouth. 33In his humiliation justice
was denied him. Who can describe his generation? For his life is taken away
from the earth.” 34The eunuch asked Philip, “About whom, may I ask you, does
the prophet say this, about himself or about someone else?” 3>Then Philip
began to speak, and starting with this scripture, he proclaimed to him the
good news about Jesus. 36As they were going along the road, they came to
some water; and the eunuch said, “Look, here is water! What is to prevent me
from being baptized?” 38He commanded the chariot to stop, and both of them,
Philip and the eunuch, went down into the water, and Philip baptized

him. 3°When they came up out of the water, the Spirit of the Lord snatched
Philip away; the eunuch saw him no more, and went on his way

rejoicing. 49But Philip found himself at Azotus, and as he was passing through
the region, he proclaimed the good news to all the towns until he came to
Caesarea.

Second Reading: 1 John 4:7-21

’Beloved, let us love one another, because love is from God; everyone who
loves is born of God and knows God. 8Whoever does not love does not know
God, for God is love. °God’s love was revealed among us in this way: God sent
his only Son into the world so that we might live through him. 19In this is love,
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not that we loved God but that he loved us and sent his Son to be the atoning
sacrifice for our sins. 11Beloved, since God loved us so much, we also ought to
love one another. 12No one has ever seen God; if we love one another, God
lives in us, and his love is perfected in us. 13By this we know that we abide in
him and he in us, because he has given us of his Spirit. 1#And we have seen and
do testify that the Father has sent his Son as the Savior of the world. 1>God
abides in those who confess that Jesus is the Son of God, and they abide in
God. 16So we have known and believe the love that God has for us. God is love,
and those who abide in love abide in God, and God abides in them. 1”Love has
been perfected among us in this: that we may have boldness on the day of
judgment, because as he is, so are we in this world.

Pastor: God, who is rich in mercy and love, gives us a new birth into a living
hope through the sacrament of baptism. By water and the Word God delivers
us from sin and death and raises us to new life in Christ. We are united with
all the baptized in the one body of Christ, anointed with the gift of the Holy
Spirit, and joined in God’s mission for the life of the world.

Pastor: [ ask you to profess your faith in Christ Jesus, reject sin, and confess
the faith of the church.



Do you renounce the devil and all the forces that defy God?

All: I renounce them.

Do you renounce the powers of this world that rebel against God?
All: I renounce them.

Do you renounce the ways of sin that draw you from God?

All: I renounce them.

Do you believe in God that Father?
I believe in God the Father Almighty, creator of heaven and earth.

Do you believe in Jesus Christ, the Son of God?

I believe in Jesus Christ, God's only Son, our Lord, who was conceived by
the Holy Spirit, born of the virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate,
was crucified, died, and was buried; he descended to the dead. On the
third day he rose again; he ascended into heaven, he is seated at the
right hand of the Father, and he will come to judge the living and the
dead.

Do you believe in God the Holy Spirit?

I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic Church, the communion of
saints, the forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of the body, and the life
everlasting. Amen.

Pastor: Parents, you bring Keaton Jerry to receive the gift of baptism, you are
entrusted with responsibilities: to live with him among God’s faithful people,
bring him to the word of God and the holy supper, teach him the Lord’s
prayer, the Creed, and the Ten Commandments, place in his hands the holy
scriptures, and nurture him in faith and prayer, so that he may learn to trust
God, proclaim Christ through word and deed, care for others and the world
God made, and work for justice and peace.

Pastor: Sponsors, do you promise to nurture Keaton Jerry in the Christian
faith as you are empowered by God’s Spirit and to help him live in the
covenant of baptism and in communion with the church?

Pastor: People of God, do you promise to support Keaton Jerry and pray for
him in his new life in Christ?

Pastor: We give you thanks, O God, for in the beginning your Spirit moved
over the waters and by your Word you created the world, calling forth life in
which you took delight. Through the waters of the flood you delivered Noah
and his family, and through the sea you led your people Israel from slavery
into freedom. At the river your Son was baptized by John and anointed with
the Holy Spirit. By the baptism of Jesus’ death and resurrection you set us free
from the power of sin and death and raise us up to live in you.

Pastor: Let us pray...We give you thanks, O God that through water and the
Holy Spirit you give your daughters and sons new birth, cleanse them from
sin, and raise them to eternal life. Sustain Keaton Jerry with the gift of your
Holy Spirit: the spirit of wisdom and understanding, the spirit of counsel and
might, the spirit of knowledge and the fear of the Lord, the spirit of joy in your
presence, now and forever. Amen.

Pastor: Keaton Jerry, child of God you have been sealed by the Holy Spirit and
marked with the cross of Christ forever. Amen.
